
3359-45-01     Trespass regulations. 

 

(A) Whereas the board of trustees of the university of Akron, pursuant to section 
3345.21 of the Revised Code, is required to "regulate the use of the grounds, 
buildings, equipment, and facilities of such college or university and the conduct 
of the students, staff, faculty, and visitors to the campus so that law and order are 
maintained and the college or university may pursue its educational objectives 
and programs in an orderly manner;" and 

(B) Whereas the said board of trustees desires to further implement said legislation 
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under the control of the university of Akron. 

(b) No person in possession of a visitor's pass shall enter onto or be upon 
premises owned by or under the control of the university of Akron 
except at the time and destination designated on such visitor's pass. 

(c) No person, except authorized personnel of the university of Akron in 
possession of a valid university identification card, shall enter onto or be 
upon any part of the premises owned or under control of the university 
of Akron which has been previously designated by the said university as 
being limited to authorized personnel only. 

(d) Every person entering onto or being upon premises owned by or under the 
control of the university of Akron shall, upon request of any university 
police officer, "special police officer," officer of the university or other 
law enforcement officer, display the currently valid university of Akron 
identification card or visitor's pass issued to such person. 

(e) Whoever violates the provisions of these regulations shall be deemed a 
trespasser and shall be subject to immediate ejectment from those 
premises and arrest for trespass. 
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
